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In which countries would you like to live in a near future?

How to read this map? This map is a cartogram, it means that the surface of countries is distorted in 
proportion to the value of an attribute  (to see some spectacular examples, see the worldmapper project 
website - http://www.worldmapper.org/about.html). Here, size of countries is proportional to the total 
number of quotations given by students surveyed. The colour provides an asymmetry index ranking from 
–1 (all quotations are negative, or all students declare they would not like to live in this country) to 1 (all 
quotations are positive, or all students declared they would like to live in this country in a near future). This 
map aggregates all national surveys which represent almost 9000 students from 18 countries.
